REGULATIONS OF THE TOURNAMENT

1.

Male or Female applicants invited to sign up. (Brackets start 10 & under to 18 & over)

Brackets to be decided depending on the number of entries. Tournament officials reserve the right to limit the number of participants.
Entry Fee: 18 & Over $125.00 18 & under - $100.00 14 & Under - $75.00

This is a two game elimination tournament.

All teams must have a "Coach" or "Team Captain”.

An under 18 team must have a coach who is at least 18 years old.

An over 18 team can have a coach or team captain who is also a player however; he must be at least 18 years old.
Each team must compete with the roster submitted at sign-in (NO WAIVERS).

Each team is required to submit a "team" name.

Each player on the roster must wear a shirt of common color.

All games will have an official referee and score keeper.

First possession for each game will be decided by a coin flip.
Each team will be awarded 1 point per basket. Shots made beyond the arc are awarded 2 points.
To win, first team to score 16 points. (e.g.: 16 to 15 wins)

4. No game will exceed 20 minutes.

At the end of 20 minutes, win will go to the team with the most points.

If the game is tied at the end of regulation it will be decided by a shoot-out.

First team to shoot will be decided by a coin flip

6. After team foul #7, player shoots 1 free throw. If missed - rebound holds possession.

7. Aflagrant foul will result in 1 free throw and possession.

8. Atechnical foul will result in 1 free throw and possession.

9. Any player using vulgar language will receive a technical foul.

10. Dunking is not allowed. Any player who dunks the ball will receive a technical foul.

11. After two technical fouls; player will be disqualified from the game.
Team fouled will receive 1 free throw and possession.

12. If a player displays any unruly behavior such as: fighting, continued use of vulgar language, or intoxication,
the player will be given a double technical foul and be disqualified from the tournament.
Opposing team will receive 2 free throws and possession.

13. Teams must be at court site 10 minutes before scheduled start of game and no later than 10 minutes after
scheduled start of game. Any variation will result in a forfeit of the game. NO EXCUSES
